The LinC must be in attendance throughout the whole session
Appropriate ratio or leaders to young people to allow effective supervision, this will depend upon age and abilities of participants, to be determined by LinC
LinC MUST read guidance notes for use of the traversing wall (attached to the wall)
LinC with support of additional leaders to control participants during the activity on and off the wall
